Game is an independent didactic category as
both a form and a method of teaching in the educational
process. In addition, the game can be used as an
interconnected technology of joint learning activities of
teachers and students, it is important to use an interactive
whiteboard in the introduction of game forms in the
Kazakh language lessons. If the main activity of primary
school students before coming to school is play, in the
educational process they should gradually adapt from
play to learning. It is carried out through didactic games
used during the lesson [1].

There are a lot of definitions what the game is.
Everyone is able to imagine something when hearing the

term “game”, but to give a precise definition is difficult.

The definition “Games are fun” is simple and exact.
Shelagh Rixon interprets the games like activities that
involve play and enjoyment. We agree with the definition
of Julia Khan who understands the games like “activities
governed by rules, which set up clearly defined goals.
The achievement of these goals signals the end of the
game. Games involve a contest either between players or
between the players and the goal, and games should lead
to having fun” [2]. Simply but expressing the same is the
definition of J.H. Hadfield who explains the game as “an
activity with rules, a goal and an element of fun” [2]
However the game in education must be more than just
fun; learners have to learn through playing games, too.
Wright, Betteridge and Buckby highlight that enjoyment
of games is not restricted by age but it depends on the
appropriateness of the games.

In the XVII-XX centuries, new approaches and
interpretations were used to explain the game activity and
the following scientists considered the philosophical
foundations of the game as scientifically. Hegel, V.
Wundt, F. Shiller, K. Bular, V. Frig, K.Grosse, G.
Spencer, I. Hezing, I. Kant, GM Mayes, VM Demin, MA
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Kagan, etc. scientists have discovered the formation and
development of the game theory, the social aspects of the
game activity, and has a positive effect on the child's
imagination and thinking ability.

Scott Thornbury proclaims game as the way
how to put language to work and supports this opinion
with known long history of language play that is
applicable so for the children as for adults and some of
them can be transferred from first language to second and
foreign language too [4].

Games are closely connected with motivation.
For example Julia Khan emphasizes usefulness of the
game because of its motivating importance: “It is clear
then that games-since children naturally want to play
them- can be motivating” [5]. Philips supports this
opinion by her statement that enjoyable activity is
memorable then and the possible success that the
children could reach in language learning will develop
motivation for their further learning.

Spousta reminds of the fact that game and love
are the basic activities of our lives and the game is the
goal for itself not only the instrument how to reach the
goal. However he emphasizes that pedagogic value of the
game is perceived according to its activating possibilities.
His opinion is based on results of psychological and
pedagogical researches [6].

Games are a tool to increase

motivation to learn. Therefore, in primary and
preparatory classes, students need a lot of games in the
classroom. The games used for them become more
complex depending on the age of the students. For
example, if we play simple games in the preparatory
class, it is better to make them more age-appropriate as
the class gets older. So it is important to use the game.
There are many types of such games. Therefore, the
game should be chosen according to the age of the
children and the content of the topics of the lesson [1].
Players, educators collect cultural traditions by
introducing additional materials, textbooks, visual aids,

computer technology.

The theory and practice of game theory are
studied by domestic and foreign teachers, psychologists
and sociologists.

According to outstanding scientists, such as
R.M. Zhukovskaya, D.V .Menzheritskaya, TA Markova,
N.J. Mikhailenkolar, who dealt with the game problem,
pupils should be able to use their knowledge for the
game. And the teacher's task is to ensure that the learners
are involved in the game with their curiosity and
enthusiasm.

Several types of games that are used in the
lesson process can be highlighted. The primary area of
elementary school teacher education is a lesson. At the
end of the lesson the qualifications, the skills, the world
outlook are formed. During the lesson, the main goal is to
improve the quality of the learner, to see the ultimate
outcome, that is, to see the feedback of the knowledge
that has been given to the pupil. For this purpose it is
necessary to involve all students in the classroom with
interest.

Using the game elements, the teacher uses a
variety of methods to increase students' interest in the
classroom. In particular, the teacher creates the subject
matter, explaining things by using different things,
causing the situation.

Didactic games are used in the learning process
for two purposes: firstly, for cognitive and the other for
the purpose of gaming. The teacher himself participates
in the game and teaches the child. The child learns to

play the game.
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Didactic games in elementary school language
classes can also be used in the interpretation of a new
topic, in repetition, consolidation exercises. Elementary
school pupils are still a game child, so the teacher should
strive to conduct the lesson with different types of game
without disturbing them.

Didactic games have a great impact on the well-
balanced learning of the lessons learned and the
development of creative thinking of students. In addition
to improving the creative thinking skills of the learners,
games also help to increase word-stock and literate
writing.

The game gives a
good result only when it is in close contact with the
content of the study subjects.

Gaming activities plays an important role since
the early days of childhood. The game should be the only
assistant for elementary school teachers. According to
Makarenko, a one-sided approach to the game leads to
the misuse of the game in the pedagogical process, and
most teachers forget that the main thing in the game is
joy for children. The game will allow the child to adapt
quickly to the new environment.

Improvement of the types and methods of the
lesson using game types is an important link in the
search. Game elements can be used for the consolidation
If the

materials of the game types are more relevant to the

of the new lesson and in revision sessions.

theme and content of the lesson, its cognitive
significance increases. Effective use of it strengthens the
effectiveness and efficiency of the lesson, increases
student motivation and interest in the lessons. The game
organized lesson is fun and easy for children. It is
important to take into account the purpose, capabilities
and circumstances of the particular lesson. The primary
approach that a primary school teacher uses the child to
engage in fun, interest and activity is the game.

N.K. Krupskaya pays great attention to the
importance of the game in the child's life. Whatever the
game teaches something, most importantly, the child
learns to be more careful, to work and to stay in touch

with his companions.

Therefore, the elementary school students' desire to
study, education and opportunities should be fully used.
The role of developing the use of games in the process of
their continuous learning process and their acquired
knowledge in the process of learning is indispensable.

Efficiently used games can help the student to
appreciate the teacher's attentive listening skills. After
all, the pupils' desire in the lower class is playing and
laughing. After a fun game, they are activated and quick
to accomplish tasks in a relaxed way.

During the lesson it is important to use the game
as a didactic material. Through the game, the child is
motivated by his enthusiasm for knowledge and art,
along with his humane character. Even students who are
illiterate may be tempted to concentrate on the kind of
games they are involved in. There is no competition in
the game. Learners are active in the classroom so as not
to miss their companions take part, think about and
answer questions. The use of gaming in the classroom
promotes the development of pupils' worldscope.

The game has a great impact on the
development of language.

effect on treatment.

in search. The game promotes imagination and promotes entertaining.
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In the form of gaming, various motivation
techniques are used:

1. Interaction motivation.
2. Moral motivation.
3. Cognitive motivation.

1. Interaction motivation. Learners learn to
communicate by solving a problem, to be able to
comprehend their peers' participation in the game.
Different capabilities of students are used to solve
collective tasks. A quick, carefree, quick-acting, and
practical experience shows that it is best to stay in the
same group with children who are critical of them.
Unified emotional anxiety in the game promotes
strengthening of mutual relations.

2. Moral motivation. During the game every
student shows his knowledge, skills, behavior, will,
attitude towards people and action.

3. Cognitive motivation. The end of each game
encourages students to gain the knowledge, skills, and
sporting abilities of others, with the goal of winning. In
the group game each student is equal to the other. But the
outcome of the game depends on the readiness, abilities,
behavior, knowledge, and patience of each student. In
some games, students wear social curtains and feel
themselves a certain person in history. Success in the
game creates positive emotions for the development of
cognitive interest, and in the event of defeat causes
cognitive activity. The game is attractive for children.
The feeling of enjoyment from the game creates
favorable conditions for the lessons and increases the
interest in learning the subject.

Children can be attracted to the game orally or in a
writing way. Gaming toys, game ads are of interest to
play. An offer to play is explained by its rules and
techniques. Explaining the game is a very important step.
It is necessary to give a clear and concise interpretation
of the game before the game starts. In this case, teachers
need to tell the game, the difference in players, the main
and auxiliary rules, the game content and the game name.

The playing area must match its content,
content, story, number of players. It should also be safe,
suitable for children and meet hygienic requirements,
where it does not interfere other persons do not do the
same.

Educator
sometimes shares roles. In some cases, teachers should
appoint captains and drivers.

Partitioning roles in group games helps to forget
about conflicts, to think about common interests, to be
active in passives, to enhance authority for the reputed, to

be disciplined and to communicate with newcomers.

Therefore, the relationship between children s
strengthened when playing.

relationships. Through unclean conduct, he tries to win
his team by means of various schemes. In that case, the
teacher or the supervisor should analyze the moral
relations between children and make the right decisions
and effectively manage them.

4. the presence of competention juries.

5. Putting such moments as singing and jumping for
children into the game.

6. The game strengthens the relationship between teacher
and student, and increases interest in the subject. It is
possible to bring up the child through the game.

Games that are used in teaching can be divided into
categories in many different ways. One way of dividing
educational games is by categorizing them into groups
depending on their model. Ingvar Sigurgeirsson has
divided games into the following categories: games for
dividing larger groups into smaller groups, introduction-
games, group games, physical games, scavenger hunt
games, educational games, theoretical expression games,
drawing-and coloring games, educational card games,
word games, story games and question games.

The explanation of a new word is accompanied
by an illustration. Since several words are introduced at
the lesson, we prepare pieces of paper with a graphic
image of the word and the accompanying picture in
advance for the children. The pupils glue this paper to the
special dictionary. Thus, the lexicon is stored, with which
pupils make statements already relying on schemes using
those pictures [7].

Didactic games in English lessons can also be
used to introduce a new topic, consolidate, and practice
lessons. Lessons are very attractive with games, so the
teacher should try to make the lesson interesting with
different types of games. Games play a great role in
developing students' thinking and thinking ability, as
well as a balanced learning of the learned topics. The
game will give just the right result when it is in close
contact with the content of the study subjects.

So what learners can acquire with the help of

games is shown in Figure 1.

The use of games in the classes is an important
part of the way to learning. Game types can be used for
the consolidation of learning process, the introduction of
a new lesson, in summarizing, in revision classes. When
the game types are taken appropriately to the lesson
material and its cognitive significance increases. It's
important to select games according to the purpose and
the circumstances of the lesson. If the lesson starts with a
game, the game is the main thing that a teacher of
English can use to improve learners’ interest in the lesson
and engage in activities.

The pedagogical game is important. First and

foremost, game helps to learn and acquire, and secondly,

accumulate life experience. The game has a variety of
types as professional, adventure and game exercise.
Work, game and knowledge are the three main
pillars of human life from the early stages of the
formation of students' interest in language by using game
technology in the English language lesson. It is a life-
cycle for children to reach adulthood. Game technology
is a natural phenomenon that opens the way for the
formation of creativity in children’s activities around the
world.  Famous teachers V.A.  Sukhomlinsky,
N.K.Krupskaya, K.Sh. Ushinsky point out that the game
is of practical importance for the development of
children's thinking, the formation of worldly education.
The game technology is widely used in English

lessons. In order to be consistent with the outcome of
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each technology, each teacher should take into account
the following situations:

Understand each game's educational and developmental
goals and determine its outcomes for learners.

Possibility of playing field, compliance of game

equipment with aesthetic requirements and their
preliminary preparation.

Compliance of games with the age, psychological
features, levels of knowledge, vocabulary of learners.
Provision of movement and technical safety while
playing the game.

Orientation of games elements to attracting students'
interest in the subject.

During the game there will be a lot of opportunities
to master grammatical definitions and language norms.
At the lesson, the dictatorship role of the teacher loses,
and students' interest in partnership, cooperation and co-
operation will increase. Despite the age of a person, the
need for the game, from the time of childhood to old age
is significant. And a young learner’s thoughts develop
through the game. During the game, the child's moral
qualities, attitude towards life, interest are formed. In the
game, poorly-educated students can also be involved

effectively. These games also enhance the child's

ingenuity, excitement, and awareness, and develop epic
emotions. From psychological point of view, primary and
secondary schoolchildren are active and very mobile.
Children of this age hold themselves freely; take an
interest in the classes, like to see their surroundings and
to like it. Role games can be successful and intense. The
driving force of speech is rhythm. Creating a rhythm of
speech is the most difficult task of teachers in organizing
role-playing games. In order to increase the interest of
the pupils, the teacher should be able to formulate the
task correctly, showing the game's rhythm. Thematic
role-playing games develop students' speaking skills.

In conclusion, there are numerous functions,
motivation and classification of games that are used in
the language teaching process. The main thing that
should be taken into account is that the games should be
selected according to the purpose of the language theme
to be taught. Active use of gaming technology in
teaching English to children allows teachers to increase
the motivation of pupils to learn a foreign language, their
cognitive activity and, most importantly, the quality level
of pupils’ knowledge. Thus, the game can be not only

pleasant, but also the dominant technology of education.
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Current trends in the development of the
educational process are determined by the tasks of highly
qualified students. Highly developed professional and
moral qualities that can not only reproduce the
knowledge gained at the university, apply professional
skills in familiar situations, but also creatively solve the
tasks before them.

Successful implementation of the target aspects
of teaching a foreign language in the modern sense fully
depends on the level of professional training of a foreign
language teacher, who must have professional
competence, that is, the ability to effectively carry out
teaching (teaching) activity. An indicator of the
formation of this competence is the professional skill of
the teacher, which consists of a set of professional
knowledge and skills to put this knowledge into practice,

transfer the acquired knowledge and skills to new

learning conditions, as well as a positive attitude towards
their professional activities.

Thus, professional mastery is a professional
relationship, significant knowledge and experience of the
teacher, his creative and personal qualities. In other
words, a foreign language teacher should know his
subject, which he teaches, and how he should build the
pedagogical process in order to achieve positive results in
achieving the goal of learning a foreign language - the
development of a multicultural personality in students. A
foreign language teacher should be creative in his
profession, breaking his
the

teaching experience in

accordance with individual characteristics of
schoolchildren and the specific conditions for learning a
foreign language (in a rural school, mega polis, distance
learning, in the process of inclusive foreign language

education, etc.).
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The problem of improving education, improving
its quality has existed for a long time. An important
condition for its solution is the creation of a teacher’s
professiogram of a general education and vocational
school, a document establishing the basic functions of its
pedagogical activity, as well as the requirements for the
skills,

necessary for the implementation of these functions,

teacher’s knowledge, and personal qualities
taking into account the specifics of the school subject,
highlighting competences necessary for the teacher to
control the quality of the evaluation of the learning
outcomes of students.

We share the point of view of G.V. Forties, who

believes that the professiogram of a foreign language

teacher contains not only the general, which is typical of
the teaching profession in general, but also something
special that is characteristic only of the activity of a
foreign language teacher: it contains a description of the
main pedagogical functions of a foreign language
teacher, his personal qualities, general pedagogical and
skills  that the

implementation of these functions [1].

professional-methodical ensure

Speaking  about common  professional
competences, it should be noted that the Council of
Europe has identified five key competences that all
young professionals should have, including and a foreign

language teacher (Table 1).

In order to uncover the essence of the
linguodidactic competence of a specialist in foreign
language education, it is necessary to understand what is
the specificity of such a science as methods of teaching
foreign languages, what place does linguodidactics
occupy in the professional activity of a modern specialist.

According to E.I. Passes, the modern method of

teaching foreign languages has passed “into another

dimension, which means not a terminological
replacement, but a revolutionary shift” [2, p.16]. In
addition, the paradigm has changed. A culture-like
culture, which in its essence is a different educational
philosophy and entails fundamental changes in the
content, structure, organization, and technology, has

replaced the knowledge of the centric paradigm.
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Thus, the

specialist of a foreign

linguodidactic competence of a
language education is an
integrative characteristic of a personality, including
subject and professional qualities, which are formed on
the basis of the main and additional competencies of a
specialist of a foreign language education. This means
that the core, system-forming factor of professional
training of a foreign language teacher is his
methodological mastery, based on pedagogical and
psychological knowledge and skills and supported by all
other disciplines that have a mandatory professional
orientation.

Linguodidactic competence is an integrative
quality of a person and includes the following
components.

1. Motivational competence. Currently, teaching
foreign languages in general education institutions should
be organized in such a way as not only to give students a
certain amount of knowledge, but to develop their
abilities by means of a foreign language, to prepare them
for intercultural communication. A school becomes not
so much an educational institution as a student’s
personality development school.

The motivational competence of a foreign
language teacher is characterized by focus, stability and
dynamism. Accordingly, when analyzing the motivation
of educational activities, it is necessary not only to
determine the dominant motivator (motive), but also to
take into account the entire structure of the motivational
sphere of a person. Considering this area in relation to
the doctrine, AK Markova emphasizes the hierarchy of
its structure. Thus, it includes: the need for learning, the
meaning of the teachings, the motive of the teachings, the
goal, emotions, attitude and interest [3].

2. Cognitive competence is based on a deep
understanding of the ultimate goals of teaching a foreign
language at school, on the knowledge of the
characteristics of mastering various types of speech
activity, as well as on the knowledge of the cognitive
abilities of students and the sources of their difficulty in

mastering educational material. It is the Gnostic skills

that allow you to creatively perform all other structural
and operational functions.

Scientific knowledge containing a system of
regularities in the field of a special subject, a block of
psychological, pedagogical and  methodological
knowledge, knowledge of related subjects, continue to
influence motives throughout the entire period of study at
the university, deepening them, or causing a
reassessment of the correctness of their choice of
profession.

3. Diagnostic competence is considered by K.
Ingenkamp as a process of recognizing phenomena and
determining their state at a certain moment based on the
use of the parameters necessary for this. We believe that
this interpretation allows us to identify the specifics of
pedagogical diagnostics as an independent type of
scientific and methodological activity, to reveal its
essence and objectives [4]. Diagnostic competence is
understood as the ability of subject interaction between a
teacher and students, which allows them to
systematically identify the qualitative and quantitative
characteristics of the process of developing the reflexive-
developing competence of students and the results of
foreign language learning activities of students.
Diagnostic competence performs information, evaluation,
control and correction, prognostic and stimulating
functions and is carried out in the process of sequential
the

setting

organization  of stages of goal setting,

implementation, pedagogical  diagnosis,
adjustment, forecasting [5].

Diagnostic competence is considered as an
integrative personal education, providing for the
readiness and ability of a foreign language teacher to
apply knowledge and skills to successfully perform
diagnostic activities in the formation of reflexive-
developing competence, and is expressed in the systemic
sequence of independent actions of students, enriching
their reflexive experience.

4. The design competence of a foreign language
teacher is aimed at ensuring the effectiveness of the
vocational training process and the formation of the

professional competence of a foreign language specialist.
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Any design is caused by the need to resolve an actual,
professional problem, is creative in nature, based on
skills,

professional experience and personal and professional

motivation, value orientations, knowledge,
reflection, the design result is a model of a specific,
professional object that has systemic properties and it is
based on a new way to solve a professional problem and
provides for various options for using this model.

5. Reflexive-developing competence of a
foreign language teacher. Reflexive-developing skills are
the didactic component of the linguistic and cultural
expertise of a foreign language teacher and are
meaningful guidelines for organizing the training of
highly qualified teachers in the language departments of
pedagogical universities. The motivational-stimulating
component of reflexive-developing competence includes
the ability to create an internal need for a student to use a
foreign language as a means of communication in
situations of direct intercultural communication [6].

6. Organizational competence is formed with the
moral, ethical and patriotic education of students in the
educational process and in extra-curricular work by
means of a foreign language, taking into account extra-

linguistic, regional geographic information.

7. Reflexive developing competence is the
ability to analyze one's own activities at each stage of the
find

shortcomings, see ways to overcome them; to teach

educational  process, contradictions  and
students to analyze mistakes, to build their individual
trajectory of self-correction.

8. Creative competence is a search for your own
vision in the design of the project and its implementation,
presentation, the desire to get away from the template,
the creation of conditions for the creative development of
students. Creative competence involves the creation and
development of pre-test strategies, strategies during
testing and strategies after testing. This competence is an
important component of the pedagogical skills of a
foreign language teacher and one of the conditions for
effective control.

In the process of learning, a professional
linguodidactic competence is formed in students of a
language university, which is manifested in the
competencies listed above, which are interrelated and
interdependent.

A foreign language teacher is one of the professions
where the basis for success is independent work in the

learning process, an active personal spirit of self-

improvement. When teaching students a basic foreign
language, there should be an installation to increase the

volume of the linguistic-cultural and axiological
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thesaurus, constant activation of the vocabulary of a

foreign  language, access to foreign language
communication, and intercultural communication. The
competence model of a foreign language teacher involves
the formation of such competences as: intercultural and
reflexive-developing competence; professional content
competence; professional and applied competence;
professionally identifying competence.

Taking as a basis the methodological principles of
the linguo-cultural platform, the methodical school of
S.S. Kunanbayeva, the personality of the “subject of
intercultural communication” means a person with a high
level of cognitive knowledge and activity-reflexive-
developing bases of intercultural communication,
reflecting the presence of the subject’s “secondary
cognitive consciousness” and ensuring the personality’s
ability to adequately carry out intercultural
communication, responding flexibly to the variability of
communication situations while demonstrating the
firmness of the socio-and-lingual-cultural components of
intercultural competence communication, behavioral
culture, corresponding to the norms of the linguosocium
[8, p.67].

The

developing competence reflects the nature of educational

structure of intercultural and reflexive-

competence and is a complex personal education,
including knowledge of the native and other cultures,
skills and practical application of their knowledge, as
well as a set of personality traits that contribute to the
realization of this knowledge and skills, and finally,
practical experience of their use in the course of
interaction with representatives of another culture.
Intercultural and reflexive-developing competence is an
educational competence in the study of a foreign
language and foreign language culture, while the object
of reality in the formation of intercultural and reflexive-
developing competence is the process of communication
between different cultures [8, p.67]. The methodical
school of S.Kunanbayeva as part of intercultural and
reflexive-developing competence includes: linguistic and
cultural

subcompetence, which forms the primary

“conceptual picture of the world” on the basis of its

culture as a linguo-cultural reflection of the national

language  consciousness and  mentality;  socio-
culturologicalsubcompetence that forms the language
personality of the “secondary cognitive consciousness”
as a concept and image of the world of another linguistic
society and the formation in its cognitive system of
“secondary structures - knowledge” that correlate with
knowledge of the world and the language of the “inofon”.

These subcompetencies are formed under the leading
cognitive principle. Considering intercultural and
reflexive-developing competence through the prism of
A.T. Chaklikova

intercultural

informatization, identifies in the

structure of and reflexive-developing
competence another series of subcompetencies, the
leading and defining component of which is reflexive:

- reflexive-linguistic-culturologicalsubcompetence as the
formation of new cognitive-lingual-cultural complexes
based on the accumulation and synthesizing of cultural
information as the foreign language and foreign culture is
mastered in an information-educational environment, the
content of which is determined by the characteristics of
spheres and situations of intercultural communication;

- reflexive socio-culturologicalsubcompetence as the
formation of new cognitive socio-cultural complexes on
the basis of accumulating and synthesizing a socio-
cultural context relevant to the generation and perception
of speech from the point of view of native speakers, in
the process of assimilating foreign language and foreign
culture in an information-educational environment, the
content of which is determined features of the areas and
situations of intercultural communication;

- reflexive-metalinguistic subcompetence as the mastery
of the metalanguage, taking into account the socio-and
linguistic and cultural context, reflecting the social,
situational and professional contextual state of the
language as a means of professional and personal
communication, which represents the representation of
activity in the information-educational environment as an
element;

- reflexive-developingsubcompetence as the creation of
one's discourses in

own  polemic-argumentative

professionally modeled situations of communication in
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the conditions of the informational and educational
environment as an authentic foreign language and
professionally significant source of information[9].

We accept the component composition of intercultural
and reflexive-developing competence proposed by S.S.
Kunanbayeva and A.T.Chaklikova and set ourselves the
task of clarifying the concepts and content of reflexive-
developing competence in the composition of
intercultural and reflexive-developing competence.

The need for the formation of reflection
mechanisms in students is due to the fact thatreflexive-
developing competence is one of the key professional
competences and moreover, according to some
researchers, it acts as a system-forming competence (O.
Guleyeva, B. P. Yakovlev, Yu.O. Kravchenko) or
metacompetence (V.A. Metaeva, S.V. Sidorov, A.G.
Gavrilov). Successful professional development of a
person depends on its ability to adequately assess himself
and his professional activities, that is, to what degree a
specialist is capable of reflecting on all significant
aspects of his professionalization.

reflexive-developing competence (understanding the

Kunanbayeva calls the formation of

subject of the results and the progress of his training) as
one of the most important tasks of interactive learning
foreign language communication [10, p.215] and singles
out the cognitive-developing-reflective principle as a
methodological principle of foreign language education
[8, p.138].

A.T. Chaklikovaemphasizes that “reflection, in
fact, is the psychological mechanism that forms the goal-
setting, self-governing, self-regulating, self-evaluating,
cognitive-creative and reflexive-developing activities of
the individual and ensures the achievement of the final
goal - the formation of the“subject of intercultural
communication”. According to A.T. Chaklikova, in the
context of informatization of foreign language education,
reflection manifests itself as:

e activation of students' productive thinking:
purposeful development of its complexity,
consistency, reasonableness, predictability and

flexibility, leading to the ability to analyze and

evaluate the situation of foreign language
communication,

e encouraging the student to self-analyze, self-
assessment, self-organization of their activities
[11, p.80]. Having analyzed the works of the
above-mentioned researchers, we define

reflexive-developing competence as the ability

to independently create foreign-language
polemic-argumentative discourses, to reflect on
the effectiveness of communication relative to

a given communication situation, and to

purposefully form, develop and self-actualize
our own reflexive-developing skills [12].

The professional development of the teacher, his
skill depends on the ability to evaluate himself and his
own professional activity, i.e. from the ability to reflect
all the components of their own professional activities.
At this stage, reflection as a psychological and
pedagogical phenomenon is an important element in the
implementation of a successful professional activity in
almost any field. Interest in reflexive processes at the
present stage of development of psychological-
pedagogical science is explained by a number of reasons:
the increasing role of self-awareness of the individual
and reflexive processes in psychological-pedagogical
science and practice, the increasing complexity of
cognitive processes, the awareness of the reflexive-
developing nature of professional activity, the
development of feedback in the social system, the
complication mechanisms of social and cultural
integration, modernization of pedagogical education,
development of innovative processes in the field of
education, etc. The Professional Standard of the Teacher
(2013) reflects the requirements for the formation of
professional competencies, which include: “a systematic
analysis of the effectiveness of classes and approaches to
learning”, “organizing, and

monitoring evaluating

learning achievements, current and final results of
learning students of the main educational program ”,*
carry out monitoring and assessment activities in the

’

educational process ”, etc. The basis of the above

competencies is activity as reflective component, which
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confirms the relevance of the study and the study of the
formation and formation of future teachers' skills and
ability to analyze and reflection.

Reflection is a mental mechanism that ensures
the existence of human activity. It does not boil down to
the thinking, consciousness, self-consciousness, will or
personality that a person has, or to other mental
mechanisms. Reflection integrates all mental functions
for one goal: to ensure the existence of activity as a
source of human existence. Reflection is the inner part of
the activity, the psychological part of it (N.G. Alekseev,
0.S. Anisimov, F.E. Vasilyuk, E.I. Isaev, V.E. Lepsky,
V.A. Lefevre, A.K. Markova, V.l. Slobodchikov, E.E.
Sapogova, E.V. Semenov, S.Yu.
Ponomarev, Yu.N. Kulyutkin, G.S. Sukhobskaya, G.P.
Shchedrovitsky ).

In the approach of A.V. Karpov, reflexivity acts

as a meta-ability that is included in the cognitive
substructure of the psyche, performing a regulatory
function for the entire system, and reflexive processes as
“processes of the third order” (considering processes of
the  first

motivational, and of the second order - synthetic and

order cognitive, emotional, volitional,
regulatory). In his concept, reflection is the highest
degree of integration process; it is at the same time a way
and a mechanism for the exit of the psyche system
beyond its own limits, which determines the plasticity
and adaptability of the personality.
Many authors write about communicative
reflection (the difference between one's own position and
the position of another person, the ability to look at
oneself through the eyes of another, etc.). This type of
reflection is of great importance in the formation of self-
esteem of personality and self-consciousness. From our
point of view, it cannot be unambiguously considered
psychological. She is more of a type of scientific
reflection (in its mechanism, the objectification of
knowledge about herself through another person was
originally incorporated), which is carried out in the
positions of "common sense" (based on ordinary

knowledge).

In relation to the temporal orientation of
experience, situational (present), retrospective (past) and
perspective (future) reflections are distinguished.Thus,
the ability to reflect can be understood as the ability to
reconstruct and analyze a plan understood in a broad
sense to build your own or someone else's thoughts; as
the ability to distinguish in this regard its composition
and structure, and then to objectify them, to work out
according to the goals set. ” In this approach, reflection is
a synthetic psychic reality, which is both a process, a
property, and a state.

Reflexive processes permeate the activity of a
teacher, manifesting itself both in the situation of direct
interaction, and in the process of designing and
constructing educational activities, and at the stage of
self-analysis and self-assessment of one’s own activities.
Reflection acts as an integral part of the teacher’s
practical thinking, which allows the student to control the
cognitive activity; as a component of social perceptual
abilities that ensure the process of interpersonal cognition
and adequate perception by the teacher of the students
and himself; as an important component of the
communicative and managerial art of the teacher.

In order to ensure the reflexive orientation of the
educational process in the block of psychological and
pedagogical disciplines, it is necessary to have specially
organized training, built on the basis of the psychological
mechanisms of personal development and activity.
Inclusion of educational disciplines (special course,
electives) aimed at the formation of the reflective
component of professional activity, for example,
“Reflexive activity of a teacher” and “Reflexive activity
the future self-

as a condition for specialist’s

development”, supplementing the curriculum
“Psychology” and “Pedagogy”. Active use of forms of
organization of reflexive search, reflexive research,
reflexive game, reflexive discussion activity; reflective-
creative,  reflective-dialogue,  dialogue-encouraging
teaching methods.

The creation of a reflective environment in the
classroom and in the course of pedagogical practice is

carried out taking into account the following conditions:

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the fulfillment of tasks that simulate professional
pedagogical activity and the organization of group
reflection of students' own pedagogical activity; the use
of training sessions aimed at the development of social
perception, interpersonal interaction skills and verbal
communication; creating a situation of self-awareness
and purposeful formation of professional identity of
future teachers. Both traditional (lectures, seminars,
practical exercises and consultations) and non-traditional
(problem lectures and seminars, discussions, role-playing
games, practical training in the form of training) became
the forms of organization of the process of forming
reflective skills.

competence and contribute to the problematic methods of

formation  of  reflexive-developing
presentation of the material. So, for example, in the
process of students' perception of lectures, we set the task
for them to analyze the content of the material, mark the
main points, compare them with each other, establish
causal, functional and other relationships between them,
follow the logic of the presented material and instructor
argumentation system. As the study showed, not
everyone possesses the above-mentioned skills; they also
need to be taught this. This is facilitated by questions in
the course of the lecture of the type: “What do you see
the reason for?”, “How to explain it?”, “What is the
sequence of presentation of the material?”. During the
lecture, assignments can be offered: to identify and
evaluate a sequence of facts and provisions; make a plan
or a brief summary of the presentation of any issue,
prepare for the story on this plan; identify the problem in
the presented material, justify their point of view; draw
conclusions from the proposed facts; to prove or disprove
any position, to evaluate each action, etc. In order to
master the material, students were asked to start a
dictionary of basic concepts and terms, and in the course
of studying the material fill it in, fill out a workbook in
preparation for the seminars. In addition, considering the
facts and phenomena, classifying and evaluating them,
putting forward hypotheses, testing them and making
generalizations, the teacher thus demonstrated samples of

logical analysis, an objective approach to the phenomena,

without which the formation of reflexive-developing
competence is impossible. When taking a test or an
exam, the students necessarily carried out a reflective
report on the module or the course as a whole.

The use of educational technologies that
actualize and shape reflection of future teachers:
technologies of the system-activity approach, technology
of problem-dialogue training and developmental
education (goal setting, creating problem situations,
personal situations, creative tasks, presentation of
samples of reflective activity), technologies of active
teaching methods (business games, discussions, trainings,
solving case studies and professional  tasks,
brainstorming, etc.), media technologies and the use of
screen-sound with equipment and audio-video materials
(including in the content of the training video and
methodological support of the processes of its viewing
and analysis, self-analysis, joint reflexive activity of the
teacher and students based on their “dialogue of
reflections™), self-assessment technology and mutual
evaluations, etc. self-esteem, encouraging participants to
implement reflexive actions and ensure the launch of
reflection mechanisms. When conducting training in the
form of training, such situations were planned in advance
in the form of various exercises and games. In the
classroom, students got acquainted with test methods of
self-assessment, the results of which were actively
discussed in the group. However, such situations often
arose spontaneously during practical and laboratory
classes. The task of the teacher was to effectively use
them for the realization of the conditions for the
formation of reflexive-developing competence.

Future teachers are actively involved in the
extracurricular activities of the teacher training university
in various areas: club forms of work (sports clubs, theater
and vocal circles, arts and crafts or technical circles,
television studio, video club, volunteering, etc.). When
organizing activities of club forms of work and
purposeful creation of a reflective environment, you can
get good results in the formation of reflective skills.
Analysis of the result or

product (performance,

performance at a competition or a concert, video, etc.)

also involves an analysis from the head of the student’s
activity, which starts the processes of mutual evaluation
and reflection. When organizing such forms of
extracurricular activities that are a continuation of the
educational process and develop into a quasi-professional
activity, the presence of a reflective component is
extremely important (“Pedagogical animation” -
preparing and conducting a competition or quest,
“History of pedagogy and education” - preparing and

conducting a museum exhibition, Polycultural
Education "- Festival of the Peoples of Siberia, etc.). For
example, when studying the course “History of Pedagogy
and Education”, students are included in the process of
preparing a museum exposition for schoolchildren, the
topics of which can be varied (History of children's New
Year holidays, School during WWI, Children's toys and
holidays in Russia at the beginning of the twentieth
century, History of technical means training and others).
They prepare research projects, select or create videos,

select museum exhibits or independently prepare their

layouts, arrange the exposition, use theatrical elements,
etc. With a prepared excursion, students perform in front
of schoolchildren, sometimes students spend up to 5
excursions. It is important, after such work, to conduct a
reflection, to create a situation in which students, shared
not only impressions and emotions, took part in mutual
evaluations, heard the expert opinion of teachers, but also
independently reflected their own activities.

Such a system of workallows teachers to
activate the processes of self-knowledge and self-
development in students, to develop a value attitude to
reflective knowledge, the experience of reflective
analysis, awareness of the importance of reflective
competence in the structure of pedagogical activity.

To sum up, one of the priority tasks of
professional training of future physical culture teachers is
the task of developing their ability to reflect and on this
basis the formation of reflexive competence as a
component of professional competence in general for the

successful mastering of the teaching profession.
