1.	The Ministry of Education of the Kyrgyz Republic, under the Joint IsDB/ISFD/GPE Smart-Ed Project (Purchaser) hereby requests you to submit price quotation(s) for the supply of the following items[footnoteRef:1]: [1:  The detail technical specification and requirements for the items needed to be purchased are explained in annex II.] 


(i) Accounting software "1C"

Please note, however, that a firm which has been associated with the firm that prepared the design, and specifications of the contract that is subject of this procurement for the Purchaser, shall not be eligible for the supply of the corresponding goods.
	To assist you in the preparation of your price quotation we enclose the necessary technical specifications and required quantities. 

2.	You must quote for all the items under this request. Price quotations will be evaluated for all the items together and contract awarded to the firm offering the lowest evaluated total cost of all the items.

3.	You shall submit one original of the Price Quotation using the attached Form of Quotation, and clearly marked “Original”. In addition, you shall also submit one copy marked as “COPY”. In case of any discrepancy between the Original and Copy, the original shall govern. Your quotation in the attached format should be signed, sealed in an envelope and addressed to and delivered to the following address:

4.	Your quotation written in Russian or in English (optional) language, must be accompanied by:
· A document confirming your experience as a supplier of goods under at least one contract during the last 3 years (2025, 2024, 2023) with a total value of no less than 80% of the offered price. The experience must be confirmed by an Acceptance Certificate (Act) for goods similar in nature to those specified in the delivery schedule of this contract. 
· A Certificate of Registration of the legal entity (e.g., LLC or Sole Proprietorship). In the case of an LLC, the Company Charter with all annexes (resolutions, orders) must be attached.
· Valid certificates confirming the absence of arrears from the State Tax Service and the Social Fund of the Kyrgyz Republic. The validity date of both certificates must be no older than 15 days from the date of bid opening.
· Technical and after-sales information: Adequate technical documentation, catalogue(s) and other printed material or pertinent information (in Russian) for each item quoted, including the names and addresses of firms providing after-sales service facilities in the Kyrgyz Republic.

6.	You shall submit only one set of quotations for the above items. Your quotation must be typed or written in indelible ink and shall be signed by you or your authorized representative. Without a signature in your Form of Quotation, your quotation will not be considered further.

7.	You quotation(s) should be submitted as per the following instructions and in accordance with the attached form of Contract. The attached Terms and Conditions of Supply is an integral part of the Contract.

(i) 	PRICES:  The prices should be quoted for supply and delivery to Bishkek, Tynystanov str., 257. Prices shall be quoted in the currency of the Purchaser. 

(ii) 	EVALUATION OF QUOTATIONS:  Offers determined to be substantially responsive to the technical specifications will be evaluated by comparison of their prices. An offer is not substantially responsive if it contains material deviations or reservations to the terms, conditions, and specifications in this Request for Quotation, and it will not be considered further. The Purchaser will evaluate and compare only the quotations determined to be substantially responsive. In evaluating the quotations, the Purchaser will adjust for any arithmetical errors as follows:
(a) Where there is a discrepancy between amounts in figures and in words, the amount in words will govern;
(b) where is a discrepancy between the unit rate and the line item total resulting from multiplying the unit rate by the quantity, the unit rate as quoted will govern; and
(c) If a Supplier refuses to accept the correction, his quotation will be rejected.
	Bidders shall quote their price split into Base price (tax exclusive) and Applicable Taxes (VAT, ST, etc.) separately. The evaluated price for bid comparison shall be the Base price only (tax exclusive). Applicable taxes shall be paid by the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic as its in-kind contribution under Financing Agreement                                No. KGZ1030 and are not financed by the IsDB loan/grant
 
(iii) AWARD OF CONTRACT/PURCHASE ORDER.  The award will be made to the bidder offering the lowest evaluated price and that meets the required standards of technical and financial capabilities. The successful bidder will sign a Contract as per attached form of contract and terms and conditions of supply. 

(iv) VALIDITY OF THE OFFER: Your quotation(s) should be valid for a period of thirty (30) days from the deadline for receipt of quotation(s) indicated in Paragraph 5 of this Request for Quotation.

(v)	If you withdraw your quotation during the validity period and/or refuse to accept the award of a contract when and if awarded subject to (iv) above, then you will be excluded from the list of suppliers for the project for two years.

10.	The Purchaser intends to apply funds from the Islamic Development Bank (IsDB) for eligible payments under the Contract/Purchase Order resulting from this Request for Quotations.

11.	Under IsDB’s Anticorruption Policy bidders shall observe the highest standard of ethics during the procurement and execution of such contracts. IsDB will reject a proposal for award, and will impose sanctions on parties involved, if it determines that the bidder recommended for award or any other party, has engaged in corrupt or  fraudulent practices in competing for, or in executing, the Contract as specified in the Guidelines for Procurement of Goods, Works and related Services under Islamic Development Bank Project Financing, (April 2019 edition, revised in February 2023). At the time of submission of your quotation, you should not be in IsDB’s sanctions list.

2.	Fixed Price:  The prices indicated in the Form of Quotation are firm and fixed and not subject to any adjustment during contract performance.

3.	Delivery Schedule: The delivery should be completed as per above schedule but not exceeding 20 (twenty) calendar days from the date of signing of contract.

4.		Insurance: The Goods supplied under the Contract shall be fully insured in a freely convertible currency against loss or damage incidental to manufacture or acquisition, transportation, storage and delivery. The insurance shall be in an amount equal to 110 percent of the value of the Goods on “All risks” basis. 

5.  	Applicable Law: The Contract shall be interpreted in accordance with the laws of the Kyrgyz Repuplic.

6.  		Resolution of Disputes: The Purchaser and the Supplier shall make every effort to resolve amicably by direct informal negotiation any disagreement or dispute between them under or in connection with the Contract. In the case of a dispute between the Purchaser and the Supplier, the dispute shall be settled in accordance with the provisions of the rules of the Purchaser’s country.

7.	Delivery and Documents: Upon delivery, the Supplier shall provide the following documents to the Purchaser:
(i) copies of the Supplier’s invoice showing goods’ description, quantity, unit price, and total amount;
(ii) manufacturer's or supplier's warranty certificate; and
(iii) certificate of origin.

If goods are coming by courier, supplier shall also provide prior to delivery, copies of documents that will enable Purchaser to receive the goods. The above documents shall be received by the Purchaser at least one week before arrival of the goods and, if not received, the Supplier shall be responsible for any consequent expenses.

8.	Payment: Payment of the contract price shall be made in the following manner:

	a) 90% upon receipt by the Purchaser of the delivered goods on site in accordance with the contract; and
	b) 10% upon acceptance of the delivered goods by the Purchaser.

9.	Warranty: Goods offered should be covered by manufacturer’s warranty for at least 12 months from the date of delivery to the Purchaser.  

10. 	Defects: All defects will be corrected by the Supplier without any cost to the Purchaser within 30 days from the date of notice by Purchaser. The name and address of service facility where the defects are to be corrected by the supplier within the warranty period are:

11. 	Force Majeure:  The supplier shall not be liable for penalties or termination for default if and to the extent that it’s delay in performance or other failure to perform its obligations under the Contract is the result of an event of Force Majeure.

For purposes of this clause, “Force Majeure” means an events beyond the control of the Supplier and not involving the Supplier’s fault or negligence and not foreseeable. Such events may include, but not restricted to, act of Purchaser in its sovereign capacity, wars or revolutions, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, and freight embargoes.

If a Force Majeure situation arises, the Supplier shall promptly notify the Purchaser in writing of such condition and the cause thereof. Unless otherwise directed by the Purchaser in writing, the Supplier shall continue to perform its obligations under the Contract as far as is reasonably practical, and shall seek all reasonable alternative means for performance not prevented by Force Majeure event. 

12.	Required Technical Specifications: attached as Annex II

	Supplier confirms compliance with above specifications.

13.	Failure to Perform: The Purchaser may cancel the Agreement if the Supplier fails to deliver the Goods, in accordance with the above terms and conditions, in spite of a 14-day notice given by the Purchaser, without incurring any liability to the Supplier.

The Goods supplied under the Contract shall be new, unused, of the most recent or current models, and shall incorporate all recent improvements in design and materials, unless otherwise specified in the Contract. Any obsolete, used, or refurbished equipment shall not be accepted.
The Supplier (Bidder) shall provide, together with a detailed description of each item, item-by-item comments on the requirements filled out in accordance with the formats provided below. The following table is intended to assist the Supplier (Bidder) in organizing and consistently presenting their quotation. For each of the following technical requirements, the Supplier (Bidder) shall describe how their offering meets each requirement. One-word responses (e.g., "Yes," "No," "Complies," "Does not comply," etc.) are not sufficient to demonstrate technical compliance. The table must be signed, stamped by the Supplier (Bidder), and included as part of the quotation.

	The Supplier shall undertake the following activities to ensure the functioning of a reliable accounting system capable of providing all necessary reports and analyses. The list below includes, but is not limited to, the following:
1. The installed program shall be capable of processing and generating the required project financial reporting.
2. Chart of Accounts:
A Chart of Accounts conforming to International Financial Reporting Standards (IFRS) shall enable the segregation of expenses by category and by line item according to components as per donor agreements, as well as the segregation of income by funding source. The Purchaser (PIU) will implement a pre-defined Chart of Accounts to reflect the financial transactions of the project and its components.
3. Primary Accounting Documents:
The system shall support the generation and management of documents such as:
· Cash Receipt Voucher;
· Cash Disbursement Voucher;
· Payment Order;
· Payroll and Settlement Sheets for salaries, consultants, and other personnel;

· And any other documents necessary for the seamless operation of the accounting system and ensuring effective control over financial resources.

· Trial Balance (with breakdown by components, sub-components, categories, organizations);
· Trial Balance for individual accounts;
· Journals and Ledgers by account;
· General Ledger;
· Cross-tabulation Sheet;
· Account Analysis;

5. Special Reports:
The implemented software must be designed to allow data export to Microsoft Excel for the automatic generation of standard reports in formats required by the Islamic Development Bank (IsDB); reporting required by the Ministry of Finance of the Kyrgyz Republic (quarterly reporting per Government Decree No. 573 dated September 19, 2001; monthly reporting), as well as reports for project account audits. Report form samples will be provided by the PIU. The system must be multi-user (network-based) with adequate security profiling and transaction tracking capability (audit trail).

7. User Interface Creation:
· Enabling the generation of output data (reports) in both Russian and English.
· Capability to generate standard accounting reports for English-speaking users.
8. Development and Implementation of 1C Accounting Software Functionality - Algorithm for Obtaining Reports in Another (National) Currency:
Donor reporting includes cumulative data for the entire project period. This cumulative data must be presented in various summaries and breakdowns, detailing expenditures for each payment document. Therefore, it is necessary to maintain complete accounting records from the very beginning of the project without using procedures to condense records at the start of the next reporting year.
To address this requirement, the 1C program will use a Chart of Accounts that allows entries in both KGS and USD, as well as other currencies, within transactions.
Reports to be included in the functionality development: all reports, except for donor-specific reports - the Quarterly Interim Unaudited Report for the Donor.
9. Development and Implementation of an Algorithm for Generating Documents and Reports Using the Average Exchange Rate Method:
This method helps avoid the accumulation of exchange rate differences arising from converting donor currency into national (or another) currency.
